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Interview with a body organ

1- Which organ have you chosen?

I chosen the small intestine because it have many function to explain and is very important in the digestive aparatus. 

2- Where are you found in the body?

I found in the medium part of the digestive aparatus. It starts in the stomach and it finished in the ileum the last part of the small intestine. Because then come the large intestine. 

3- What do you look like?

I´m a long soft tube trough which food passes. In me just to digest food and nutrients pass into the blood. I’m divided in three parts called yeyunum, duodenum and ileum.

5- What job do you do?

My principals functions are just the food digestión and pass the nutrients into the blood but I have differents functions in each part I’m going to explain you now. In the duodenum finally the digestion. Is chamical digestion because in this part the food mix with the bilis (liver juice), pancreatic juice and intestine jueces. Then pass to the yeyunum. In this part occurs the absortion. The walls absorbs the nutrients and past this to the blood. The blood transports this to the cells. The wastes past to the ileum. In this part the wastes pass to the large intestine. Here finally the the work to the small intestine. Now starts the function of the large intestine.

6- If you stopped working, could the body funtion without you or it could it find a transplant and keep on going?

If the small intestine stop working you must look for a one to transplant it. The usually is the intestine is for someone to die and the family donated it to a person who need it ans its alive.

7- If so, how?

The surgeon takes out the part of the intestine does not work. The surgeon connects one end of the graft with the original end of the intestine. Sometimes the upper end of the graft is connected directly to the stomach. When transplanted stomach and intestines at the same time, it connects the stomach to the esophagus by one end and the end of the small intestine joins the large intestine toa n opening that provides output to outside the body. Waste coming from the intestine to pass throug the opening to a collection bag.

8- Can you live with only one parto f the small intestine?

You can not because the small intestine is an organ because it just made the digestion and absorb nutrients. 

9- Every animal has a small intestine?

Every vertebrales have small intestine. They small intestine are very similar us small intestine or the same as us.
